Secretary Donahue advised President Meyer that there is a quorum of 12 present for the meeting.

3. President Meyer welcomed Mr. George Hatch, Executive Director of CoAEMSP.  President Meyer gave the floor to Mr. Hatch to discuss CoAEMSP.
Mr. Hatch thanked the NAEMT Board of Directors for welcoming him to the meeting.  Mr. Hatch reviewed the accomplishments of CoAEMSP over the past 34 years and more specifically the past 5 years.  Mr. Hatch advised the Board that CoAEMSP represents 13 organizations.  Mr. Hatch stressed he would like to address the concerns of the NAEMT Board of Directors and asked that the Board reconsider leaving CoAEMSP.  Mr. Hatch stated that CoAEMSP has identified and addressed many of the concerns of their sponsors over the past two years by implementing cost savings actions to become fiscally responsible.  Mr. Hatch answered questions from the NAEMT Board of Directors that included what the fees charged for sponsorship are use for, and reiterated that NAEMT is the only seat on the CoAEMSP that represents just EMS workers.
Mr. Hatch thanked the Board of Directors for allowing time for him to address concerns of the Board and departed the conference call at 1026 hours.

President Meyer asked Treasurer Ellis, who chairs the sub-committee that is reviewing CoAEMSP, for a brief report.  Mr. Ellis reported that the sub-committee has met once and many of the questions/concerns of this committee were raised with Mr. Hatch.  President Meyer requested that a final draft of the sub-committee’s recommendations be presented to the Board in May 2011.

Executive Director Lane advised the board that they had not gone on record to support the Field EMS Bill.
