3. Approval of Minutes of the January, 26, 2010 Board meeting – President Moore requested approval of the minutes of the Board meeting held in New Orleans, Louisiana on January, 26, 2010.

4. Financial report – President Moore requested that the Board accept the financial reports of February 28, 2010 as submitted by Treasurer Ellis.

5. Old Business:
a. Update on Advocates for EMS – President Elect Meyer gave a report on the activities and actions taken since the last meeting.  She reported that the AEMS Board continues to work on the draft Field EMS bill.  The term “field” was recommended by Lisa Tofil, from Holland and Knight, to help congressional leaders and staff distinguish EMS from hospital emergency departments.
b. Update on EMS on the Hill Day – Immediate Past President Johnston reported on the status of plans for the event. He gave an overview of the program. Executive Director Lane reported that NAEMT will work with Holland and Knight on the scheduling. Business Manager Lindsay reported that 101 people have registered to date.
6. New Business: 

a. Travel arrangements for Board Meeting/EMS on the Hill Day – President Moore reminded Board members that they should travel to Washington, D.C. on May 1 to attend the Board meeting on May 2, and should depart on May 5.   Executive Director Lane asked Board members to make their travel arrangements. 

b. Proposed revisions to operational policy on candidacy and elections – President elect Meyer presented the proposed revisions.  She explained that the purpose of the changes was to help make the process run more smoothly.  Executive Director Lane noted that this will be reviewed by our Legal Counsel and if Legal Counsel has any comments, they will be referred back to the Board.

c. Proposed guidelines for qualifying for NAEMT director or officer - President Moore stated that this policy was prepared in response to Legal Counsel’s recommendation that guidelines be created to define the process for verification of the qualifications for director or officer as stated in Articles 5.2.1 and 5.2.2 of the NAEMT Bylaws.

d. Proposed 2010 Election Timeline – President-elect Meyer presented the proposed 2010 election timeline, noting that the timeline has been modified to reflect the recent bylaws change that has directors and officers taking office on January 1.

e. Model Uniform Core Criteria For Mass Casualty Triage – President-elect Meyer presented the proposed criteria that were developed by a CDC sponsored group that included NAEMT, as well as groups representing EMS physicians and medical directors.  She explained that these criteria were developed in response to the confusion over the proposed SALT Triage system.  President-elect Meyer stressed that these criteria are only intended for mass casualty incidents, rather than daily EMS operations.  She reported that the criteria were developed using evidence- based research. The CDC is requesting NAEMT’s endorsement of this document
(M-5) Motion made by Director Slattery and seconded by Director Lundy to table this agenda item until the next Board conference call at which a representative from CDC will be invited to provide further information.

7.      Officer and Director Reports
a. President Moore reported that he and Director Lundy attended the DHS Science and Technology meeting in Washington, D.C.

b. Immediate Past President Johnston reported on his attendance at EMS Today. He said that he participated in a very good meeting with EMS Expo staff at which NAEMT’s concerns were clearly presented.

c. Director Slattery reported on his participation in the National Traffic Incident Management Group conference call. He shared the issues that are being discussed including the reporting of accident injuries on the scene. 

d. Director Rowe reported on a very successful all Europe PHTLS meeting at which 27 countries were represented and 47 people attended. Will Chapleau and Dr. Peter Pons participated

e. Director Lundy attended the National Collegiate EMS Foundation meeting. He also attended the DHS Science and Technology meeting. He reported that DHS has funds to spend on ambulance design. Within 18-24 months, design specifications will be produced. DHS also introduced innovative solutions to power source/battery issues.  President Moore reported that Director Lundy has been elected chair of the EMS group for the larger S&T group. 

f. Director Jacobus reported on her participation in PHTLS and TCCC courses. She said that she plans to attend the Nebraska conference.

g. Aimee has been active on the social network sites and in teaching NAEMT courses.

h. Director Jones attended an advisory panel on EMS and Hospitals held by the joint commission on accreditation.  He said that transfer of information between EMS and hospitals was cited as a big problem. He plans to attend conferences in Arkansas and Kansas. He also reported that the Education Committee is working on the development of PHTLS podcasts for CE credit.
i. Director Donahue reported that the founder of the Sudden Cardiac Arrest Association died recently. She also reported participating in a CA educator workshop.
