3. Approval of Minutes of the March 11, 2011 Board of Directors Meeting – President Meyer asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the March 11, 2011 Board meeting.

Discussion – Director Binning asked for clarification on Motion 3 and 4 on the March 11, 2011 minutes.  There is a noted discrepancy regarding the initial motion and the motion to withdrawal. 5. Old Business
i. EMS on the Hill Day (EMSHD) – Executive Director Pamela Lane reported that the most current registrants for EMS on the Hill have been posted on SharePoint.  There are approximately 145 registered.  Pam stated that the deadline has been extended beyond March 31, 2011 to attempt to include several states that have little to no representation.  Discussion regarding which states.
1. “Asks” update:
a. Medicare Reimbursement is live at the House and Senate

b. Public Safety Officers Benefit has passed the Senate.  The House would not include it in the reauthorization.  Plan is to have it introduced to the House, similar to what the Senate passed.

c. Public Broadband Bill is live at the House and Senate

d. “Asks” will be published on SharePoint and on the website for folks who could not attend EMSHD to take to their elected officials locally.

3. Department/Office Meetings:  No meetings are scheduled this year with specific departments i.e., NHTSA.  This was done to save time and costs.

4. Discussion:  Various board members asked questions regarding logistics, state representation, states not attending and update to the Talking Points and EMSHD attendee list.
ii. Update on EMS Field Bill
1. President Meyer provided an update.  She attended the conference call in late March with approximately 40 stakeholders.  Only controversy remains who the lead agency should be.  The likelihood is that the Bill will not be ready by April 15, 2011.  The current language, per the writers, is good; although once the final draft is made, it is unknown if all the language will remain the same.  The board discussed the issues surrounding the Bill and the involved stakeholders.
6. New Business
a. Proposed Revision to the Travel Policy
President Meyer and Treasurer Ellis provided a review of the draft revised Travel Policy that was submitted to the Board.  No major changes other than clarification and language.  New policy includes what class of airfare that NAEMT will reimburse for and minimum advance-reservation dates for domestic and international travel for planned/known events.  Any last minute travel will need approval by the President.

President Meyer reported that Jerry Johnston has requested to step down as chair of the Advocacy Committee due to unforeseen circumstances.  He will remain on the committee.  The chair is not yet been appointed.  President Meyer is happy to report that NAEMT has had an increase in paid membership over the last month of approximately 300.  She also reported that as of this morning, Tommy Loyacono has been approved to represent EMS on the Regionalization Committee at HHS.

c. Treasurer Ellis - stated he had nothing further to report other than attending the Georgia Changes Conference where he promoted EMSHD and Tammie was able to sign up 7 new members.
d. Secretary Donahue – Submitted report.  She updated the BOD on the situation of Paramedic Bryan Stow, who was critically injured after being attacked at a Dodgers/Giants game.
e. Region I Director Slattery  - nothing further to report
f. Region II Director Jim Judge – He is working with Tristan North on PSOB efforts and they have a meeting slated while he is in DC in May.  He has been promoting EMSHD in Florida.
g. Region III Director Binning - reported and disclosed that she visited Washington DC to meet with people regarding similar issues related to the EMS Field Bill.  This was required for her English paper and is not related to NAEMT’s efforts on this Bill.  Aimee will continue to disclose to the board as necessary.
h. Region III Director Jacobus - reported that she taught a TCCC course at East New Mexico University.  She assisted in the NAEMT booth at the Nebraska Conference and spoke at the Awards Banquet while there.  She asked if the Board could be made aware of upcoming events and conferences in their areas so that they may attend.
i. Region IV Director Rod Barrett  - reported that he participated today in a tele-conference for Community Paramedics.  The original meeting had been canceled due to weather.  Minnesota has approved a Community Paramedics Bill which he will forward.
