8. Old Business:
a. Update on Advocates for EMS – President-elect Meyer gave a report on the activities and actions taken since the last meeting.  She reported that the latest version of the Field EMS Bill had been drafted with no significant differences from the last version. Three groups of AEMS stakeholders had looked at the bill language and had recommended minor changes and refinements.  The AEMS Board recognized that no new federal funds will be available so funding for the bill will need to come from existing funding in the health care reform bill.  President-elect Meyer also reported that suggested revisions to the AEMS bylaws were shared with the AEMS Board. 
9. New Business: 

a. NHTSA Culture of Safety Grant Opportunity – President-elect Meyer reported that NAEMT received information about a grant opportunity from Drew Dawson at NHTSA to establish a national strategy for an EMS Culture of Safety.  Nels Sanddal, the Executive Director of the Critical Illness and Trauma Foundation, had expressed interested in partnering with NAEMT on the application.

b. Continued Participation in IOM Preparedness Forum – Immediate Past President Johnston requested that the Board approve $10,000 for continued participation in the IOM Preparedness Forum.  These funds were not included in the 2010 budget. Immediate Past President Johnston outlined how NAEMT has been participating in this group, and noted that currently NAEMT is the only EMS organization in the forum. 

(M-6) Motion made by Director Lundy and seconded by Director Jones to approve $10,000 for participation for one additional year in the Institute of Medicine's Preparedness Forum.
Discussion – Treasurer Rick Ellis asked which other organizations participate in the forum.  Immediate Past President Johnston said that he would provide a list. Treasurer Ellis reported that currently overall revenues were consistent with the budget, and expenses were slightly below budget.  He did not expect that revenues would far exceed expenses at year end.  Director Lundy said that the Board should find a way to fit this into the existing budget.
Director Lundy amended his motion to approve the $10,000 for participation in the IOM Preparedness Forum, subject to the Finance Committee’s determination on how this will impact the budget.
