5. President Moore opened the discussion on the Old Business 
a) Update on Advocates for EMS (AEMS) – President -elect Meyer gave a report on the activities of AEMS. She reported that AEMS has produced and posted a request for proposal for management services. On the legislative front, the House and Senate now have proposed bills to expand Public Safety Officer Benefits. AEMS supports passage of a bill that includes coverage for EMS practitioners from both public and private services. AEMS is also keeping up with health care reform. In Atlanta, AEMS will do a Town Hall Meeting and strategic planning.  AEMS is asking all coalition partners for legislative direction. President Moore and President-elect Meyer reported on their meeting at Headquarters to discuss the status of AEMS.  Kurt Krumperman, Nathan Williams, Immediate Past President Johnston, and Executive Director Lane participated. 

b) EMS on the Hill Day - President Moore reported that he has made appointments to that group which will begin meeting shortly to start the planning process.
c) New Membership and Development Outreach position – Executive Director Lane reported that she had worked with the Finance Committee to determine an appropriate base pay and commission structure for this new position, which will be a contracted position.  She said that a candidate had been identified and an agreement had been drafted that is being reviewed by legal counsel.
d) Business Plan for new EMS Safety Course – Executive Director Lane reported that a business plan for a new EMS safety course had been developed based on market research and NAEMT’s past experiences in developing courses.  The plan had been reviewed and approved by the Finance and Health and Safety Committees.  This was confirmed by Directors Lundy and Slattery who sit on those committees respectively.  President Moore asked for a motion to approve the business plan.

6. President Moore opened the discussion on the New Business. 
a) 2009 EMS Expo in Atlanta - President Moore stated that Board members should travel to Atlanta on Sunday, October 25, 2009.  The Board will meet on Monday morning, October 26th.  That afternoon, our committees will meet.  On Tuesday morning, October 27th, there will be more committee meetings.  The Affiliate Advisory Council will also meet on Tuesday. NAEMT’s General Membership Meeting and Member Reception will be held on Tuesday evening.  On Wednesday, October 28th, our education programs will hold their general meetings and the Scott Frame lecture will be held.  Wednesday evening, the NREMT Reception for NAEMT members is scheduled.  Board members may depart on Thursday morning.  Executive Director Lane said that NAEMT will cover Board members’ hotel rooms the nights of October 25-28.  

b) Status of Affiliate Advisory Council (AAC) – President Moore reported that attendance on the AAC calls has been very low and we will be looking at ways that we can engage the affiliate leadership. The board discussed this situation. 
c) Death of Marty Stillman – President Moore reported that we are in communication with the family about arrangements.  A Board contingent will attend the funeral. 
7. Officers reports 
a) President Moore reported on his attendance at the Department of Homeland Security Science and Technology Directorate meeting in Washington, D.C. NAEMT was the only EMS organization represented.  He will present the keynote address at the upcoming Arkansas EMS Association Conference.
b) President-elect Meyer attended the ACEP All Hazards Disaster Curriculum Meeting. She also reported giving interviews with Time Magazine on cardiac arrest protocols after Michael Jackson’s death, and to the Kansas City Star on bariatric patients.  
8. Directors reports

a) Director Slattery reported working with the Delaware association on their conference.

b) Director Lundy reported on the southeast federal emergency Sea Hawk Center that includes all first responder agencies in North and South Carolina and Georgia.  
c) Director Jacobus reported working on local issues.

d) Director Donahue reported working on committees, and state and local issues.  She plans on attending a meeting of the California fire chiefs.

e) Director Jones will attend the Rural Domestic Preparedness Consortium meeting.  He also noted the incident in OK involving a state trooper and paramedic. Executive Director Lane stated that she will send NAEMT’s response to requests for action on this to the Board’s list serve. 

f) Director Bouvier reported his participation in several EMS conferences.

9.  Committee reports

a) Advocacy Committee – President-elect Meyer reported that position papers on patient and responder safety are being developed. Another statement on ambulance safety is also in development. Director Slattery stated that AEMS wants ideas for legislative priorities and questions for FEMA Director Fugate.
b) AMLS – Education Manager Curd reported good growth for the program.
c) Education – Directors Jones and Jacobus said that the committee had not met recently. A meeting is scheduled for later this month.
d) EPC – Education Manager Curd reported that the committee is in the process of reaching out to AMLS and PHTLS course sites to promote EPC.

e) Finance – Director Lundy reported that the association is doing well financially, although our biggest expenses come in the fall.

f) Health and Safety – Director Slattery said that the committee is waiting for the Board’s approval of the new EMS safety course.

g) Membership – Director Donahue reported that the committee continues to work on developing an alternative to the squad membership program. 
h) Military Affairs – President Moore said that this committee is on hold

i) PHTLS – Education Manager Curd reported that the committee held its mid-year meeting in Atlanta.  They are focusing on the 7th edition of the textbook. PHTLS regional coordinators are reaching out to state coordinators to obtain commitments for the 2010 roll out of the 7th edition.  

j) Sponsorship – Business Manager Lindsay reported on a new bronze level sponsor – Aladtec that provides online management tools for EMS services.

Executive Director Lane reported that paid membership is now over 7,000.
