5. Request to Allow the Secretary Report – Secretary Walsh requested to give his Secretary Report due to the need to leave the meeting early for a family medical issue; and requested that the President appoint an Acting Secretary for the meeting.  President Moore approved.

Secretary’s Report:

a.) Secretary Walsh thanked staff for secretary duties during his family medical leave.

b.) Secretary Walsh stated his concern and disapproval of the IOM funding proposal for the official record.

c.) Secretary Walsh stated his concern on needing more time to review and research the Policy on Revocation of Membership and made a request that the Board table the agenda item until next meeting.
d.) Secretary Walsh excused himself from the meeting for family medical reasons.

President Moore appointed Executive Director Lane as Acting Secretary for the remainder of the meeting.  Secretary Walsh left meeting at 10:15 AM.
6. Financial report – Treasurer Ellis presented the association’s financial reports as of June 30, 2010.

7. Old Business 

a. Update on Advocates for EMS – President-elect Meyer reported that the AEMS Board received the suggested bylaws changes offered by NAEMT and that they were well received.  The AEMS Board will vote on these revisions in September.  Holland and Knight lobbyists are in discussions with House Representatives about sponsorship of the Field EMS Bill.  
b. NHTSA Culture of Safety Grant Opportunity – Executive Director Lane reported that NAEMT partnered with the Critical Illness and Trauma Foundation, the Western Transportation Institute and the National Volunteer Fire Council to submit an application for the NHTSA Culture of Safety Grant.  She noted that this is a highly competitive grant and that she would keep the Board informed about our application.
c. Continued Participation in IOM Preparedness Forum – Treasurer Ellis reported that the Finance Committee had met and identified $10,000 in the 2010 operating budget to cover the cost of NAEMT’s participation in the IOM Preparedness Forum for one additional year. Immediate Past President Johnston requested that the Finance Committee or staff send an email to the Board regarding items for the next year’s budget prior to the development of the budget.
Chuck Kearns and Jennifer Frenette announced that they joined the call at 10:41 am.
8. New Business
a. Proposal to provide members with vouchers for NAEMT education – Executive Director Lane reported that the Membership Committee had asked the staff to determine the estimated cost of providing individual NAEMT members with a voucher to waive the NAEMT administrative fee for one NAEMT education course per year.  The likely financial exposure for issuing a NAEMT education voucher to each individual member was estimated between $20,000-40,000.  It was also reported that the AMLS, EPC and PHTLS committees supported this concept.  

(M-4) Motion was made to provide as a new member benefit, beginning in 2011, a voucher to each individual NAEMT member to cover the administrative fee for one NAEMT education course per year.

b. Policy on Revocation of Membership – President-elect Meyer reported that the Ethics and Conduct Committee had prepared a policy on membership revocation, as requested by the Board.  Legal counsel had reviewed the policy and recommended changes so that the policy conforms to the NAEMT bylaws.

c. Appointment of Leadership Development Committee – President Moore reported that the he had appointed the following members to the committee:  Nathan Williams, Jerry Johnston, Bob Loftus, Sue Jacobus, and that he will serve as the chair.
d. Appointment of Ad Hoc Review Committee – President Moore reported that he had received a Code of Conduct complaint against a member of the Board, and that in accordance with our policy, he has appointed an Ad Hoc Review Committee of three Board members to review the matter and make a recommendation to the Board. In order to maintain the level of confidentiality and objectivity that the process requires, and to ensure that none of the members of this committee are subject to any outside influence, President Moore will keep the names of those involved and the names of the committee confidential until the committee has completed its work.
9. Reports of Officers and Directors – President Moore asked if any officers or directors had anything additional to report.
a.  President Moore reported that he will be appointing a task force to look in to the shortage of drugs being manufactured and to determine whether NAEMT should take a position on this issue.

b. Director Kearns reported that he attended ClinCon in Florida and made a presentation about NAEMT.
