SUBJECT: Defense Health Board Recommendation, “Combat Ready Clamp™ (CRoC)
Addition to the Tactical Combat Casualty Care Guidelines, 2011-07”

The Defense Health Board (DHB) recommended inclusion of the Combat Ready
Clamp™ (CRoC) to the Tactical Combat Casualty Care Guidelines. I support the DHB
recommendation.

However, since the release of the DHB recommendation, several more U.S. Food and
Drug Administration-approved medical devices can control hemorrhage that is not amenable to
the application of a tourniquet. In order to incorporate the new hemorrhage control capability
throughout the Department, please remove the specific reference, “CRoC,” from the Tactical
Combat Casualty Care Guidelines and replace the reference with the more generic nomenclature,
“CoTCCC recommended junctional tourniquet.” This will better facilitate Service-level
flexibility for acquisition, distribution, and training, yet preserve the intent of the DHB
recommendation.
